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Book report English  5th form

1. You will read a book of at least 150 pages, no guided readers, no collections of short stories. You can find an extensive suggestion list on www.drmaesen-silienglish.weebly.com
We strongly advise you to at least consider this list, or to visit the school library. Should you somehow still want to read another book, ask your teacher for permission first.

2. Your assignment:

· You will discuss the different aspects of the  novel that were discussed during the Big Book Show. 
· First impressions: Why have you chosen this book (were you advised to do so, have you heard of the author before, …)?  What did you expect of it before reading? Etc. 

· First chapter / expectations: How does the book start? Do you get some type of introduction or does it start ‘in medias res’? Who seem to be the main characters? Which atmosphere is created? Is it interesting and gripping from the start, or not at all? What are your expectations for the rest of the story?
· Characters: Who are the most important characters (protagonists, antagonists, side characters of relevance)? What kind of people are they (background, age, job, relation to other characters, importance / role within the novel , …)? Do you like or dislike them and why?
· Genre: Which genre suits your novel best? Is it a mixture of different genres? Which typical elements can you find?
· World / time frame: When and where  does the story take place, is this relevant to the storyline? Are there certain elements you need to know to really ‘get’ the story?
· Deeper meaning: Who is the author and what’s his/her background? Is this relevant to the kind of novels he/she writes?  Is there a deeper meaning to the novel? What’s the ‘point’ of the story, which lessons can you learn? Are they clear or rather vague? Etc.
· Your personal conclusion: What’s your final opinion on the novel? Would you advise people to read it or not? Were you expectations fulfilled? Did the story surprise you? Did it get better/worse, … Would you change anything, do anything differently?

· You will discuss each aspect by using clear examples and quotes from the novel (don’t forget to mention the page numbers.) Use correct English full sentences and check your spelling!
